Public water faucets, restroom, showers and coin operated laundry facilities are available in the campgrounds.

Free shuttle service will be available to and from the Convention Center. 
 
All campsites must be kept clean and orderly.  Private hookup to water faucets is not allowed.  Wastewater and 
garbage must be disposed of in containers provided for such purposes.  Throwing water or other fluids on the 
ground is strictly forbidden. Units with kitchen facilities may not discharge any liquid onto on into the ground.
